Make pictures using 2D 

shapes e.g. house, face, man, 

girl, bus. 

Introduce sphere and cone. 

Sort real life objects 

depending on their shape. 

Introduce cube and cuboid. 

Find objects around the class 

that are this shape and sort. 

Make models using 3D shapes 

and recognise 2D and 3D 

shapes used, e.g. house, robot, 

man, bus 

Understanding the World Read ‘The Naughty Bus’ and 

explore the different places 

he visits. What can you see? 

Have you been to London? 

Which country is it in?
