Model how to play domino 

game.  

10 little chicks/ducks went swimming one day – Sing song and 

children to act out the rhyme. Match number of beans to 

numerals and show number of fingers. 

Compare the number of bears that two puppets/children 

have using the words more and fewer. Encourage children 

to select some bears and name if they have more or fewer 

than their peers. Sentence starter – I have more bears 

than you. I have fewer bears than you. 

Understanding the 

World 

Children to help with caring for the eggs and following rules to keep them safe. Children to 

have the opportunity to handle the chicks. 

 

Food focus – bread and jam Observe how chicks can 

swim in the water tray. 

 

Expressive Arts and 

Design 

Singing familiar nursery songs and rhymes such as Humpty Dumpty. Did you ever see a bunny?
